1BSA's 2005 statistics are preliminary. They represent the U.S. publishers’ share of software piracy losses in each country, and follow the methodology compiled in the Second Annual BSA/IDC Global Software Piracy Study
(May 2005), available at http://www.bsa.org/globalstudy/. These figures cover, in addition to business applications software, computer applications such as operating systems, consumer applications such as PC gaming,
personal finance, and reference software. BSA’'s 2004 piracy statistics were preliminary at the time of IIPA’s February 11, 2005 Special 301 filing; the 2004 data has been revised and is reflected above.
